By Auto
From Franklin Towne Charter High School, go to Harbison Ave. 
and turn right heading west. Cross over Roosevelt Blvd. (Rt. 1) to 
Bustleton Ave. and turn right. Take Bustleton Ave. to Rhawn St. and 
make a left. Following Rhawn St., it will turn into Huntingdon Pike 
(Rt. 232). Go to the 4th traffi  c light and turn left onto Shady Lane 
(at the Hollywood Tavern & Domino’s Pizza). Go to the stop sign 
and make a right onto Fox Chase Rd. At the second light, turn left 
onto Manor College’s campus.    

By Bus
Board the #84 bus on Tacony St. to the Market Frankford 

Terminal. Transfer to the #24 bus, which stops at Domino’s 
Pizza. Get off  here and walk two blocks down Fox Chase Rd. to 

Manor College on the left-hand side.
